LLC „PRACTICAL MEDICINE“ PUBLISHING HOUSE, the founder and the publisher of the „Clinical oncohematology. Basic Research and Clinical Practice“ (hereinafter “The Journal”), referred to below as "The Publisher" represented by the Director General Mr. Dmitrii Dmitrievich Protsenko, acting under the Charter, on the one part, and ________________________________________, hereinafter referred to as "The Authors", on the other part, referred to below as "Party/Parties", have signed the present Agreement (hereinafter  "The Agreement") for the following.
1. Subject Matter
1.1. Under the present Agreement the Authors grant to the Publisher the exclusive right of disposal for the manuscript called  __________________________________________________________________________________
__________________________________________________________________________________, 
(hereinafter "The Work") on a gratuitous basis within the limits and the period of time stipulated by this Agreement.

2. Rights and Obligations of the Parties 
2.1. The Authors grant to the Publisher for the whole duration the following exclusive rights for the Work:

2.1.1. To publish the Work in the Journal in print format with no limit on the number of copies;
2.1.2. To publish the Work in digital format on the website of the Journal;
2.1.3. To duplicate, reproduce and copy the Work with no limit on the number of copies, every copy hereby shall contain the name of the Authors of the Work;
2.1.4. To promote the Work using any process throughout the world;
2.1.5. To use metadata (title, author’s name, abstracts, lists of references, etc.) of the Work in promoting and making it available to the public, processing and classification, and also including it into various data bases and online informational systems;
2.1.6. To translate the Work in any foreign language;
2.1.7. To transfer under contractual conditions the rights stipulated by this Agreement, partially or completely, to third parties without charge;
2.2. The Publisher is obliged to respect copyright as required by the applicable legislation, and to protect copyright, and implement any measures to prevent infringement of copyright by third parties.

2.3. The right to use the Work is allowed worldwide.

2.4. The Authors authorize the Publisher to store and process their following personal data with no limit on duration:

· surname, first name, patronymic;

· date of birth;

· education background;

· place of work and job title;

· published works of literature, science and art.

Personal data are provided for storing and processing in various data bases and information systems for including them into analytical and statistical accounting, for creation of appropriate coordination of works of literature, science and art with personal data, etc. 

The Publisher may deliver the specified above data for processing and storing to third parties after prior notice to the Authors with information about third parties (name and address). 

The Authors can withdraw their consent for storing and processing their personal data by sending the appropriate notification to the Publisher.

3. Warranties and Obligations of the Parties
3.1. On the date of signing this Agreement the Authors warrant that they are sole proprietors of the Work to be delivered to the Publisher and the owners of all the rights for it, and that by the date of granting this right to the Publisher the Authors had not entered any Agreements which would violate the right granted to the Publisher under the present Agreement. 

3.2. The Authors warrant that the Work has not been officially (i.e. under a formally signed contract) delivered to another party for reproduction or other use. 
3.3. The Authors warrant that the Work contains no materials the copyright of which is not held by themselves. If the Work contains a material protected by copyright held by third party the Authors shall at their own cost and expense obtain a license to use this material and be financially liable for improper use of materials protected by copyright held by other authors or right-holders. The Authors shall indemnify and hold harmless the Publisher from all claims caused by breach of the warranties and obligations stipulated above. 

3.4. If in the Work a material is found the copyright of which is not held by the Authors, their article may be withheld from publication. If by the time of detection of such a material the article had been published, it may be withdrawn.
3.5. The Authors confirm that they have read and understood the Author instruction and publication ethics for authors and researchers.

3.6. The Publisher is not responsible for the content of the Work. In the event of a dispute over a copyright, the Authors shall completely undertake the settlement of such disputes and be liable for all damages and expenses.

3.7. The Authors and the Publisher bear property and other legal liabilities under the existing laws of the Russian Federation in case of non-performance or improper performance of obligations as stipulated by the present Agreement.

3.8. The Party which failed to fulfil or improperly fulfilled its obligations as per this Agreement shall cover the losses of the other Party including the loss of expected profit.

4. Confidentiality
4.1. The terms of the present Agreement and its Addendums are confidential and shall not be disclosed.

5. Final Provisions
5.1. Any dispute or disagreement arising from or in relation to this Agreement are to be settled by negotiation, in case of failure the above claims shall be referred to the Court under the existing laws of the Russian Federation.

5.2. The present Agreement comes into force from the moment of its signature by both Parties.
5.3. On the date of the signature of this Agreement the rights stipulated in this Agreement are assigned to the Publisher.

5.4. The present Agreement has no expiry date.

5.5. The termination of this Agreement is possible at any time by the written agreement signed by both Parties. 

5.6. Unilateral termination of the Agreement is possible either in the cases applied under the current legislation, or by the court decision.
5.7. Any modification and addendums to the present Agreement are considered valid only if made in a written form and signed by both Parties. 
5.8. All issues not provided for by the present Agreement shall be solved by the Parties in compliance with relevant applicable laws of the Russian Federation.
5.9. The present Contract is drawn up in two copies (one copy for each Party) of equal content and validity.
